Thomas fell before
Jesus and worshipped him. His proclamation was clear and to the point, “My Lord and my
God!” It was authentic worship.

The essential nature of worship can be found in a practical, disheartened man realizing he had
come face to face with the risen Savior. His words describe the heart of worship. The Scripture
does not say so, but | imagine Thomas falling to his knees, forehead on the nail pierced feet as

he made his declaration. It is all about adoration.
